 On April 16th, ten students at 
Belt School who are planning to travel 
to Peru this coming summer held a 
Cascarone Crush fundraiser. Students 
and teachers throughout the school 
bought cascarones for .75 cents each 
or two for $1.00 the week prior to 
April 16th. There were approximately 
twenty-two dozen cascarones sold.  
 Cascarones (meaning “egg 
shells” in Spanish) are whole egg 
shells, which have a dime-sized hole 
cut into the bottom where their con-
tents have been emptied, and the shells 
are then filled with confetti.  These 
confetti filled eggs are usually subse-
quently painted in bright colors and 
sometimes covered in glitter. 
 The cascarone is originally 
from the Italian Renaissance when 
Italian gentleman would fill the emp-
tied eggs with fragrant perfumes and 
aromatic powders to give as a roman-
tic gesture, to their beloved.  This 
practice moved from Italy, into Aus-
tria, France, then into Spain where in 
the 1860’s, Carlota, the wife of Em-
peror Maximilian, introduced the cas-
carones to Mexico.  The citizens then 
replaced the powder and perfume with 
confetti.  It was then when the hol-
lowed out egg shells were labeled as 
cascarones.   
 Smashing one of these beau-
tiful eggs upon another’s head is 
meant as a sign of affection.  In earlier 
times, shy couples used this as a way 
to flirt, though in modern times, the 
cascarones are used to celebrate. 

 The elementary crush took 
place in the mezzanine above the gym at 
11:15.  After the students and teachers 
were given their cascarones, Senorita 
Hiatt, Belt School’s Spanish teacher, 
explained to the students the tradition of 
cascarones and how to use them.  “The 
group then counted to three, in Spanish 
of course, and the next five minutes were 
chaos!” explained Hiatt.  The middle 
school crush was held shortly after, but 
in the cafeteria as there weren’t as many 
students who participated.  
                 “The idea for the fundraiser 
came from when I lived in Texas, where 
cascarones are sold all over the place.  
The cascarones this year were bought in 
Texas by a friend who sent them up to 
me.  A few years go my students made 
them themselves, but it was very time-
consuming,” stated Hiatt. “Overall it was 
a success and we definitely plan to do it 
again!”

Things you’ll need: 
• Chicken egg 
• Paring knife 
• Bowl 
• Cloth 
• Pencil 
• Paint and paintbrush 
• Markers 
• Confetti 
• Tissue paper 
 
Step 1 
Tap the wide end of the egg with a par-
ing knife. Use light pressure to avoid 

cracking the whole eggshell. Con-
tinue to tap on the eggshell until you 
have created a dime-sized hole. 
Step2 
Insert the knife into the egg and 
break the egg’s yolk. Place a bowl 
under your egg, and poke the egg 
yolk with the tip of your knife so the 
egg yolk can drain out. 
Step3 
Clean the eggshell. Carefully run a 
slow stream of water into the hole 
and rinse out any remaining egg 
residue. Repeat if necessary, and 
gently wipe the outside of the egg-
shell with a cloth. Allow the egg to 
air dry. 
Step4 
Decorate your egg with markers and 
paint. Apply light pressure with 
your markers and paintbrush and 
decorate the eggs any way you wish. 
Consider using glitter or other em-
bellishments to make your Cascar-
one bold and bright. 
Step5 
Pour two teaspoons of confetti into 
the hole at the bottom of the egg. 
Use a teaspoon to insert the confetti, 
or manually insert the confetti with 
your fingers. 
Step6 
Apply glue around the edge of the 
hole and attach tissue paper. Cut out 
a 2-inch design, such as a circle or 
star, from the tissue paper. Attach 
the tissue paper to the glue sur-
rounding the hole.
